Description of the Organization

1955 is the year the Bakshtovskaya Secondary School opened. Today,
the state educational institution "Bakshtovskaya Secondary School named
after Maria Nikolaevna Chernik" has the status of a legal entity, is a non-
profit budgetary organization, and organizes its activities in accordance with
the Education Code of the Republic of Belarus.

The school's goal is to create optimal conditions for the personal
development of students and to improve the quality of education by
providing a comfortable and safe educational environment that fosters
students' functional literacy and teachers' personal and professional
competencies.

The school's activities are aimed at improving the educational process;
developing competitive individuals who are patriots of the Republic of
Belarus, prepared to adequately understand the digital society and behave
safely and responsibly; and enhancing teachers' professional competencies.

Over the past eleven years, the school has implemented four innovative
projects to provide students with spiritual and moral education based on the
Orthodox traditions of the Belarusian people.
