"KINDERGARTEN IN THE AG. SUBBOTNIKI"

1. Project Title: "ECO Kindergarten."

2. Project Duration: 1 year from the start date.

3. Applicant Organization Proposing the Project: State Educational
Institution "Kindergarten in the Ag. Subbotniki."

The kindergarten in the Ag. Subbotniki 1s a preschool education
institution. It is a small-scale kindergarten with two mixed-age groups and 28
students.

The institution is located in a picturesque village setting on the banks of
the Gav'ya River. The grounds are surrounded by white-trunked birches, broad-
leaved maples, and slender linden trees. It seems nature itself chose the location
for a preschool educational institution, where the comprehensive development
of children's personalities is realized in accordance with their age and individual
capabilities, abilities, and needs.

The institution's staff, as well as the children's parents, are working to
improve the grounds so that the area where the children spend most of their
time is not only unique and beautiful, but also beneficial for the comprehensive
development of the children, fostering a caring attitude toward nature, and
improving their health.

To facilitate children's interaction with the natural world, an ecological
trail, "Visiting Nature," has been laid out on the kindergarten grounds. The
route passes through various natural sites of conservation value.

Small architectural forms have been created, various flowerbeds have
been planted, and 85 thuja trees have been purchased and planted with
sponsorship and extra-budgetary funds.

Since 2023, the educational institution has been implementing the "Green
Schools" educational project. However, the kindergarten does not have the
financial resources to open new ecological trail facilities or purchase equipment
for thematic areas.

4. The goal of the project is to create a multifunctional, safe, and
educational environment on the premises of the educational institution to foster
environmentally conscious preschool children and improve their health through
the use of the preschool institution's ecological trail.

5. The objectives planned for the project are:
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to transform and improve the preschool institution's grounds in
accordance with modern requirements and methodological recommendations;

to create a psychologically and environmentally comfortable environment
for children to live on the institution's grounds;

to update and expand the ecological trail on the preschool institution's
grounds, design environmental stations and themed areas;

to develop students' research skills, observation skills, curiosity, the
ability to compare, draw conclusions and inferences, and test them through
observation;

Engage students and their parents in socially significant activities and
events to preserve nature and respect its resources, and to improve the health of
students through the use of a nature trail on the preschool grounds.

To create a unique and stylish look for the preschool grounds;

To foster the creativity of teachers;

To cultivate the foundations of environmental awareness in preschool-age
children.

6. Target group — children aged 2 to 7 years attending the preschool, and
their parents.

7. Brief description of project activities: The preschool grounds are a
huge part of every preschooler's life, where they spend most of their time.
Improving the grounds of the preschool contributes to the comprehensive
development of children, fostering a friendly, respectful attitude toward the
environment, and motivating them to care for their "small homeland" and
engage in work. The well-maintained, beautiful, and intelligently planned
preschool grounds determine the kind of child they will become.

This project is planned to improve the preschool's grounds and use them
to develop environmentally conscious children with practical skills in
environmental and nature conservation, and to improve the health of the
children through the use of the preschool's ecological trail.

The project was developed taking into account the requirements for the
maintenance of preschool grounds. This approach helps teachers fully realize
their creative potential.

The project's implementation will help: foster a responsible attitude
toward nature in children: teaching children about environmental protection
early on will help them understand the importance of caring for nature and
make responsible decisions in the future;
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develop sustainable behavior skills: children who receive environmental
education in childhood will be more inclined to consume sustainably and care
for the environment, and will be able to use it to strengthen their well-being
their health;

Developing a positive attitude toward nature: Participation in
environmental projects can help foster a friendly and caring attitude toward
nature in children;

Improving parents' environmental literacy: Working with children can
also help increase their parents' environmental literacy and responsibility;

Learning through play: Activities conducted using the environmental trail
on the preschool's grounds will contribute to the effective development of
environmentally conscious individuals with practical skills in environmental
education and health promotion.

The project includes the following:

Development of a thematic area "Ecology and Human Health" (purchase
and installation of children's outdoor exercise equipment);

Development of the "We Are for Safety in Nature" themed area (purchase
and installation of outdoor equipment, such as a special-purpose vehicle (fire
truck));

Development of the "World of Nature's Voices" themed area (purchase of
a fairytale house);

Replenishment of the children's playground with outdoor play equipment
for children's activities;

Creation of a well-maintained and beautiful space within the kindergarten
grounds;

Conducting environmental and health-improving activities using the
stations of the ecological trail (in accordance with the kindergarten's annual
work plan).
